








Fish and Wildlife Regulations - EXHIBIT #2
FOR PRODUCTS SUBJECT TO FISH AND WILDLIFE REGULATIONS, CITES

(Conventions of International Trade in Endangered Species) AND/OR
OTHER SIMILAR REGULATIONS

Any product made up, in whole or in part, of a material subject to CITES, the
United States Wildlife and Fisheries Regulations (including but not limited to, the
Marine Mammals and Migratory Bird Acts), must be in compliance with the
following requirements or the delivery of orders will not be accepted.

1. Authorization to use the wildlife material in the production of the product must be obtained
before production can commence.

2. The invoice accompanying the shipment must reflect the common name, genus and species of
the wildlife product contained therein; the country of origin of the wildlife product; and the value
of the wildlife product.

3. If the wildlife product is to be imported into the United States at any stage of its production by or
on behalf of Intermix and such importation requires a CITES permit or any other documentation
for its lawful importation, a properly executed CITES permit issued by the Management
Authority of the country of exportation along with any other required documentation must be
provided to Intermix or its agent at the time of exportation. Additionally, all shipments subject to
the requirements of this paragraph must be exported only by the forwarder expressly
designated by Intermix. Under no circumstances should such shipments be exported Federal
Express or other similar commercial carriers.

4. If this product was or is to be imported into the United States at any stage of its production by a
company other than Intermix, and such importation requires a CITES permit, the CITES permit
issued by the Management Authority of the country of exportation that was used for the
product’s entry into the United States must be provided to Intermix or its agent at the time of
delivery to  Intermix in the United States.

5. If this product was never imported or exported during any stage of its production and the
product is sold to Intermix in the United States, the documentation demonstrating that this
product was lawfully taken from the wild in the country of origin (United States as applicable),
must be provided to Intermix at the time of delivery in the United States.

6. In the event that the above required information is not provided, or if the information provided is
incomplete or inaccurate, the acceptance of the order represents the vendor’s agreement to
indemnify and hold harmless Intermix, its affiliates, their respective officers, directors,
employees and customers from any and all losses or damage, including attorney's fees
and custom’s fines, if any with respect to any suit, claim, demand, or other processing
arising from the failure of the vendor to strictly comply with any of the terms hereof,
including the vendor’s negligent performance or failure to perform its obligations
hereunder.
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
